CLASS PAYROLL PROJECT

To introduce students to the concepts of holding a job and receiving a paycheck, we are going to be having a yearlong class project. Students are going to be "paid" for coming to class. This will not be in real money but in Worland Bucks ($). These monies will be used throughout the year to illustrate math concepts and for a special reward at the end of the year.

It will work this way: every hour that a student is in class will count as 4 work hours. Students will be paid Five Worland Bucks per hour. This means that for a normal day they will earn $20. At the end of every two weeks, each student will receive a statement of the money that they have earned for this period. 

To make this as realistic as I can, the students will have Federal, State, and Social Security taxes taken out of their checks. Students will also be charged, "rent", for their desks at $50 per month.

Other possible deductions that may come out of student paychecks are:

1. Absences:

Students will not be paid for hours missed.

2. Tardies:

Students will have subtracted 1 work hour for every unexcused tardy.

3. Leaving Class:

Students will have subtracted 1 work hour for unnecessary passes out of the class.

4. Supplies:

Students will be charged $1 for each pencil that they get from me.

5. Professional Fees:
Students will be charged $20 if I must call home about a behavior                                                 problem

Students can also earn extra money by:

6. Receiving Tutoring:
Every hour of tutoring attended will pay 1 work hour.

7. Class rewards:

The whole class can receive a bonus for good behavior

8. Cooperation:

Good deeds can have their own rewards

9. Raises:


Raises will be given at the 20-week report based on each student's  
                                    Academic, Work Habit and Cooperation grades.

I am hoping to make this project as interesting and as eye opening as I can. Throughout the year we will see how savings and earnings relate to insurance, house purchases, car purchases and entertainment, as time permits.

The plan for the culmination of this project is to allow the students to use the Worland Bucks they have earned throughout the year to buy opportunities in a class raffle. This raffle is held at the end of the school year in each of my classes for students that graduate on stage. The more money you earn the more chances you will have for the raffle. It is a good way for me to teach practical probability.
